Funding History
The starting point for generating funds to learn more about the health issues of the White Shepherd evolved as a result of the Health and Genetics Survey conducted in 2000 after a meeting organized by Judy Huston, and conducted by Dr. George Padgett .  It was held at the 1999 AWSA National Specialty show in Midland, Michigan.

White Shepherd enthusiasts and White Shepherd and white GSD breeders participated in the survey.  Now we are a nonprofit organization with a mission statement and a dream to use the information we have gathered over the years via database submissions, necropsy procedures for over 40 dogs, and more and more research opportunities to make a difference for these dogs and for their owners.

The WSGP project has grown over time and so has the support of the White Shepherd enthusiasts demonstrated by all the ways people continue to do their part to help our dogs.
